Dear Local/Regional Artists:

The 2017 Music on Main season will begin in a few short months.
This will be the 24rd year for this popular weekly music series
located in the heart of downtown Spartanburg - Morgan Square!

MOM begins Thursday, April 6 and will run through the summer until the end of July. We
will be selecting 17 performers for this year’s series. We are accepting “full band” along

with acoustic performes.

Note: Due to the high volume of applications, we will only contact the chosen bands
on or before February 17. FYI - We mainly book “local” bands for this event.

Please read the following guidelines, rules, and regulations for Music on Main performers

and complete the entertainment application.

eApplication and demo materials submitted
become the property of Music on Main and will
not be returned.

eHours of Music on Main are 5:30-8:30 pm.
Performers will be asked to perform two sets
with a 15-20 minute break between sets.

eAll entertainment must be suitable for a family
audience. Inappropriate language will not be
allowed and may result in removal of artist or
discontinued performance and forfeiture of fee.

eSound & lights (including a sound engineer) is
provided by Music on Main.

eAll entertainers’/performers’ merchandise to
be sold must first be approved by Music on Main
coordinators. The location of sales at the event
must also be approved.

ePlease understand that this is an outdoor
venue. For most of the season, it is VERY hot.
There are no dressing rooms.

eMusic on Main will provide bottled water for
the band. ALCOHOL IS NOT PROVIDED.

eIn the event of inclement weather, the staff of
the Special Events Office and Public Safety
Department will make a decision whether or not
to hold the performance. Should the event be
cancelled, every effort will be made to schedule
the performers for another event. No payment
will be made in the event of cancellation of
Music on Main unless the band is already
set up.

*No deposits are paid to performers in advance
of the scheduled date.

eUpon agreement of engagement, you must
sign and return a contract, a W-9,

non-related parties form, stage plot, bio and a
“professional” photo (electronic) to be used for
publicity.

ePayments will be by a City of Spartanburg
check upon conclusion of performance (if all
paperwork was received in a timely

manner).

eAll decisions are final and will be made in
keeping with the overall objectives and quality
of the event.
